Appendix I. Facilities for manoeuvres on the training ground
The training area must be covered with a solid and stable surface, suitable for the weight of the vehicles for which it is approved; it must be free of gravel, leaves and any other material likely to cause accidents. It is equipped with a fire extinguisher of at least five kilos, an absorbent product for oil stains and a first aid kit. Public and private land is accepted as training areas, including car parks (train stations, supermarkets, etc.), whether they are free or paid and whether or not the school owns them.
The conditions for the approval of a training area are found in Article 8 of the above-mentioned Royal Decree.
Depending on the category of teaching for which it is approved, it has the following facilities:
Teaching category A:
· Radio device for each teaching vehicle
· Cones
· Stopwatch
· Telephone or GSM device
· Dimensions in accordance with the safe execution of the manoeuvres referred to in point 6 of Appendix 2 of European Directive 2000/56/EC
Teaching category C-D:
· Markers
· Borders
· Platform
Teaching category E:
· 15 cm high border over a minimum length of 30 m
· Markers + Raising
· 50 m continuous white line
Teaching category G:
· Cones
· Removable barrier
If classes are conducted after sunset, the area must be equipped with efficient and permanent lighting to allow the safe execution of manoeuvres.
Note: a training area may be used by several business units and driving schools.
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
